PUBLIC COMMENTS
Harley Bieber - speaking on behalf of Leo VanDonsel regarding the jet skis on Little York Lake.  A letter written by Leo VanDonsel was presented to the Board requesting immediate action to help control the jet skis on the lake.  A law passed by the NYS Legislature in June 2000 permits Town Board to regulate the surface waters in their area.

Little York Lake is in the Town of Homer also; but the public boat launch is in the Town of Preble.  Mr. Bieber stated that there are residents on the lake that have jet skis but only take them out for a short time.  When the jet skis are launched from the public launch area, they are on the water for hours.

Pollution - 1 hour of operating a jet ski puts enough pollution in the air as an average automobile dring 800 miles.
30% of all the fuel that the 2 cycle jet skis use, ends up in the water
The jet skis are a nuisance and a very serious environmental problem. 

After much discussion, it was decided that the Preble Town Board would meet with the Homer Town Board and the County Highway Department between June 16th  and 23rd (Information meeting)

Frank Hogg requested a copy of the new policy for building permits, etc.

Frank Hogg inquired about the fixed asset records which was sited in the recent audit.  He was advised that we were not qualified for this for about 3 or 4 years; they are starting with the big cities first.
