-A meeting was held on April 9th .  A report on the well is attached to the minutes.  Betty Ann stated that Amanda Barber did a terrific job.  One grant has been obtained, two others are in the process.

Brian Kolb - Grant –
There has been no correspondence since the application for the grant was written.

Association of Towns and Villages for Cortland - Questions regarding DA nights for the Justice being changed back to once a month instead of every other month.  Possible appropriation of funds for the DA account.

Rittenhouse Road -
A letter from the Cortland County Highway Engineering Supervisor, Robert Buerkle,  was received stating that the road does not meet specifications for road construction.  He included several items that didn’t meet specifications:
1.  A portion of the road afails to meet the minimum 1percent grade to aid drainage

2.  Road does not have a special turning area.

3.  The road width does not conform to the Typical Cross-Section - a total width of 30 feet.

4.  It is unknown what the thickness and gradation of the gravel road base materials consist of or whether they meet or exceed specifications.

5.  There is no Oil and Stone Surface Treatment applied to road.

6.  There is little room for snow storage outside of the roadway proper, due to close proximity of trees to the road and close proximity of soft wetland soils.

Don Armstrong stated he had talked with the DEC regarding the history of the road.  When the road was installed on the wetland, any expansion would have to get the DEC’s approval.  Any of the wetland which would be used for culvert work and improving the road would have to be replaced.

Dick Martin presented his draft of a proposal to accept Rittenhouse Square Road contingent upon 1) Obtain formal easement for approximately 94 feet of roadway located in the Town of Tully to permit access ad maintenance by the Town of Preble; 2) Obtain necessary approvals for road cut onto Lake Road ; 3)Construct a turnaround at the south end of Rittenhouse Square; 4) Obtain permitting approval from DEC; and 5) Resolve Road construction specification issues to the satisfaction of the Town of Preble Highway Supervisor.

Mike Shafer, representing the Rittenhouse’s, stated that he knew the road didn’t meet specs but with improvement would be more accessible to the Lake Road.  He also  stated he would get figures of the cost to improve the road.  He will also check with the DEC and have the information available at the May meeting.  

Parking Ordinance - Song Mountain Road- Don distributed a draft of the parking ordinance  to the Board Members.
