Planning Board Minutes February 28, 2002

The Town of Preble Planning Board met on Thursday February 28, 2002 at 7:00PM at the Preble Town Hall. Members present were Chairman Dean Smith, Chris White, Barb Albro and Peter Reppenhagen. Vincent Maresco was absent. Attorney Patrick Snyder, Town Supervisor, Bettyann Pitman and Town Board members Kate Edinger and Tom Fox were also present, as were interested members of the public.

Chairman Smith called the meeting to order at 7:15 PM. Attorney Patrick Snyder explained to board where we left off with Song Mountain and the renewal or transfer of permits and site plan.

Peter Harris owner of South Slope, a.k.a. Song Mountain reviewed the old site plan with the Board. Mr. Harris stated that his plans are far less scoped than that of the previous approved site plan. Mr. Harris stated that the well is an asset but will be used less than planed and he has no intention of digging the pond. Therefore there is no need for fencing and landscaping. Mr. Harris stated that he would like to increase the size of the upper pond, and have a new pump station below that would be about a 40x60 structure. Mr. Harris stated that power is not connected to well and he had no plans for an access road to the pond. Mr. Harris stated that Mr. Bill Robinson said there was plans to remove the pipes from Mr. Robinson’s property. Mr. Harris thinks that the pipe from the snowmaking well runs across the Robinson’s property and feels it is not a Town issue. He feels it is a private issue that he and Mr. Robinson are discussing their options Attorney Patrick Snyder agrees that it is a property issue and Planning Board has no jurisdiction. Mr. Harris explained the DEC requirements and that the lower pond does not need a permit and that the upper pond may need a permit. Chairman Smith felt that 80% of the conditions do not apply. Mr. Harris stated that the pump station may not be constructed this summer and is in contact with Code Officer Doug Staley. Attorney Patrick Snyder stated that the Board should construct a detailed summary of the changes in the resolution before Board approves transfer of permits.  The proposed Resolution should state what will remain and what will be deleted. Mr. Snyder and Chairman Smith and Board will write up a detailed resolution and have it prepared for the next Planning Board meeting on March 21, 2002. Mr. Harris is in no hurry and agreed.  

At 8:12 PM Mr. Dillenback took the floor and presented the Board with an application and site plan to renovate the old Green Acres Bar into a showroom and office space. He would also have two spaces rented to other businesses. The Board reviewed the site plan and location. Mr. Dillenback explained to the Board that he would completely shell and rebuild the interior with new plumbing, wiring, drywall etc. He would also build new a bathroom. Board member Barb Albro asked who governs the type of business that would go in these office spaces. Chairman Smith read the zoning ordinance. Smith stated that the area is zoned commercial. Mr. Dillenback stated he planned to landscape around the well head in the front and plans to keep the handicap ramp.  Board member Chris White motioned to accept the application as complete contingent upon a sealed survey and receipt of payment to the Town Clerk. Barb Albro seconded. Motion carried. Vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent.  

Peter Reppenhagen motioned to refer the Dillenback site plan application to Cortland County Planning and Chris White seconded the motion. Vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent. Peter Reppenhagen motioned to hold a public hearing on the proposed Dillenback site plan at the March 21, 2002 meeting and Chris White seconded the motion. Vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent. Motioned carried. Chris White motioned to declare the Planning Board as lead agency and Barb Albro seconded the motion. Vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent. Chris White motioned to declare a negative declaration on the Dillenback EAF and Peter Reppenhagen seconded the motion. Motion carried. Vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent.

Town Supervisor Bettyann Pitman asked the Board for their input on letting the code officer be responsible for minor subdivisions. Ms. Pitman stated that Code Officer would have to meet certain criteria and a 1or 2 lot subdivision is considered  a minor subdivision.  Board agreed it would be a good idea. Chris White motioned to approve the January 2002 minutes with changes and Peter seconded the motion. Vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent. Motion carried. Meeting closed by 8:40 PM.
