MINUTES FOR THE TOWN OF PREBLE PLANNING BOARD

MARCH 21, 2002

The Town of Preble Planning Board met on Thursday March 21, 2002 at 7:00PM at the Preble Town Hall. Members present were Chairman Dean Smith, Vincent Maresco, Chris White and Barb Albro. Peter Reppenhagen was absent.

PUBLIC HEARING 

Chairman Smith opened the public hearing for Mr. Jeff Dillenback at 7:05 PM.

Legal Notice was published in the Cortland Standard on March 7, 2002. Chairman Smith explained to the Board that the area where Green Acres is located is zoned residential and not commercial. Board had referred the Dillenback application to Cortland County Planning Department and they pointed it out to Chairman Smith. Mr. Dillenback took the floor and explained to the Board and interested members of the public his plans for renovation. Mr. Dillenback would like to create three office spaces. He plans to use one space for a showroom and his office and rent out the other two. Mr. Dillenback explained that he planned to overhaul the whole inside and make the exterior more presentable with paint and landscaping. He stated that in time would add siding and a new roof.

Hearing Opened for public comments.

Barb Frier asked what kind of business would be there. Mr. Dillenback explained that he does ceramic tile for kitchen and bath.

Jim Millis wanted to know why it is now residential. Chairman Smith explained that it has been vacant for over a year and that it is a new use.  Barb Frier asked what type of business is Mr. Dillenback hoping to attract. Mr. Dillenback stated he would like to see a hair salon or insurance company. Not a pizza parlor or video store. Barb Frier asked about the time frame for completion of the project. Mr. Dillenback stated he had six months from the closing of his small business loan. Jim Millis asked if there is a public hearing for a zone change. 

Marvin Murray wished Mr. Dillenback good luck and go for it. Board Member Chris White motioned to close the Public Hearing and Vincent Maresco seconded the motion. Vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent. Motion carried.  The Boards feels that the Dillenback site plan is a good idea and will put the building to good use. Chairman Smith read a letter From Dan Dineen of the Cortland County Planning Board. Board member Vincent Maresco motioned to accept Mr. Dillenback site plan as complete pending favorable comments from the ZBA and also the Cortland County Planning Board. Chris White seconded the motion. Vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent. Motion carried.

Next Item 

South Slope, Song Mountain

Chairman Smith explained that tonight was not a public hearing but would listen to concerns of the public. Smith recapped the history of South Slope for the Board and public.

Chairman Smith explained that the board has drawn up the revised resolution with the help of Boards attorney Patrick Snyder. Smith read over changes and stated that the Board would take public comments. At 7:40 Planning Board opened the floor for public comments.

Jim Millis asked why Mr. Dillenback had to go before Board for Zone change but Song Mountain does not and is able to transfer permits. Chairman Smith stated that the Boards attorney advised them that they can and he bases it on the Board s attorney’s advice.

Marvin Murray stated that we are very fortunate to be invited down here by the Board and that the Board lets them know what is going on. Thank you, and good luck to Mr. Harris.

Barb Frier asked if Board would consider in the site plan written confirmation that the damns are safe and in compliance. Since he will be pumping water out and not replacing it, I would like to see Board have a conversation with Bill Kopel.  Dennis Kennedy stated that he is also concerned about his well and that he has spoke with Bill Kopel many times. Mr. Kennedy stated that Mr. Kopel would come speak to the Board anytime and would be willing to help. Mr. Kennedy wanted to know to would monitor the monitoring wells. Chairman Smith stated that the records for the monitoring well would be available to the public. Vincent Maresco stated that the site plan has two monitoring wells on it. Frank Hogg was glad to see Board starting early with Song Mountain. Mr. Hogg stated that he has reports and change from Bill Kopel and said that one half of the pumped water does not come back to the lake.

Mr. Derosha asked board to take another look at the reports. Chairman Smith stated that Song’s intention is to only use the pump as a last resort. Frank Hogg would like to see more 

Information from the DEC.  Vincent Maresco stated that Board has a copy of consent order for demolition of the dam. Mr. Harris stated that the lower pond is no longer over the DEC threshold. The upper pond we are working with the DEC. Mr. Harris stated that the SRBC permit has been transferred to South Slope. Frank Hogg thinks the consent order should still be in effect because the DEC changed regulation after the consent order was given. Barb Frier asked about the pipeline on the Robinson property. Mr. Harris stated that that is a private matter and does not involve the Town. Jim Millis does not think that Patrick Snyder is perfect or that he has all the info.  Barb Albro asked if Board will be advised by Mr. Harris and the DEC. Mr. Harris stated that Henry Carroll from the DEC is working with him. Board member Vincent Maresco felt that the first approval was very slow, but also a sound one. However there are changes. DEC approval is not a permit from the SRBC to withdraw water. I would like to see approval. Chris White would also like to see approval with the permit transfers from the DEC and the SRBC. Board and Mr. Harris discussed the type of monitoring well they would like to see in use and what is already up there. Mr. Maresco felt that point #2 of resolution needs to be clear regarding the monitoring well. Board would like to se SRBC monitoring requirements. Mr. Smith would like to see them mimic the neighboring wells. Vince Maresco felt the Board need to be more specific in depth, terminal elevation and screened intervals.

Board discussed Bill Kopel’s report. Chairman Smith stated that Mr. Kopel’s report does not change his opinion. Barb Albro asked if Song Lake has a Dam like Little York Lake.  Chairman Smith feels that Song draws from the aquifer and that water comes from Crooked Lake and Song Lake. Frank Hogg stated that the Board needs to have Bill Kopel come and speak to them.  Board asked Mr. Harris to have the DEC regulations, SRBC transfers and SRBC monitoring requirements.

Board member Vincent Maresco motioned to hold the April 18th Planning Board meeting on April 25, 2002 at 7:00PM at the Preble Town Hall. Barb Albro seconded the motion. Vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent. Motion carried. Board reviewed the minutes from the 2/28/02                         

meeting and Chris White motioned to approve minutes with changes, Barb Albro seconded the motion. Vote was 3-0 in favor with 1 absent.  Board member Vincent Maresco abstained. Motion to adjourn by Vincent Maresco and seconded by Chris White. Motion carried 4-0 in favor with 1 absent. Meeting adjourned at 9:00PM.
