Town of Preble Planning Board 

April 25, 2002

The Town of Preble Planning Board met on Thursday April 25, 20002 at 7:00PM at the Preble Town Hall. Members present were Chairman Dean Smith, Peter Reppenhagen, Vincent Maresco, Barb Albro and Chris White. Board member Barb Albro arrived at 8:00P.M.

Agenda’s First Item was Song Mountain,

Chairman Smith opened the meeting at 7:17P.M. and stated that there were four open issues with Song Mountain. The first issue the lower pond, second consent order, third SRBC transfer of their approval and finally the SRBC monitoring requirements. Chairman Smith stated that Mr. Henry Carroll of the DEC stated that the dam is out of the DEC jurisdiction if it is below one million gallons. Smith stated that the upper pond is still in discussion and he felt that Mr. Harris would meet the requirement guidelines. Board reviewed a letter from resource Associates of Cortland who would be the engineers to build the new damn to DEC requirements and approval. Mr. Harris stated that they are a few weeks away from final agreement. Board also reviewed a letter from the SRBC to Song Mountain transferring their approval. Board reviewed the ZBA resolution from 6/1/01. Smith stated that the last item was the transfer decision and requirements from the SRBC.  Bill Kappel is here if the Board has any questions for him. Mr. Kappel stated that the wells on the West Side are of concern because these people can not deepen their wells. He felt that if the Aquifer was drawn on for a long period of time that it could drain their wells.  Mr. Kappel stated that Song Mountain should locate their wells on the West Side. The Aquifer does have a limit for the people on the West Valley wall. Board discussed the placement of the monitoring wells. Mr. Harris stated that pump capacity was 1000 gal per minute. Board discussed amount of water allowed by the SRBC that could be pumped and the possible idea of a rest period so the wells could recover their water level.  Mr. Kappel felt that maybe the well concerns could be transferred to the Song Mountain Engineers. Mr. Harris stated that pumping is their third option. Board discussed who would monitor the wells and how often reports would be available to the Town residents.   Mr. Harris stated that he would like to keep it simple and that they only pumped 30 million gallons last year. Snow making is all about cold windows.  Board discussed changes in resolution from last months meeting.  Chairman Smith asked if Board wanted to change anything in the #2 resolution of the site plan conditions. Board members revised the resolution. Chairman Smith will write resolution.  Peter Reppenhagen motioned the Preble Planning Board resolved on April 25, 2002, the transferring site plan approval from Tully Recreation LLC, to South Slope development corp. approval as written with modifications.

Next Item

James P. Owings subdivision.

Mr. Tom Baranska representing Mr. Owings for the subdivision. Mr. Baranska stated that this is a subdivision of 1.39 acres. Mr. Bill Kenyon and Mrs. Susan Kenyon would like to purchase the 1.39 acres. Board discussed last falls subdivision of the Leon Powers estate.

Smith reviewed last falls discussion and remembers stated that if Mr. Kenyon came forward

and they annex this and make it all one tax lot. If it adjoins that parcel we eliminate a substandard building lot. Chris white motioned to accept the  James p. Ownings Leon Powers Estate subdivision application as complete as presented on April 25, 2002 Vincent Maresco seconded the Motion Motion Carried. Vote was 5-0 in favor.

Vincent Maresco motioned to declare the Planning Board as lead ageny for the Leon Powers Estate subdivision. Peter Reppenhagen seconded the Motion Carried. Vote was 5-0 in favor.

Board reviewed EAF. Peter Reppenhagen motioned to declare a negative  declaration  for the Leon Powers Estate subdivision. Chris White seconded the motion. Vote was 5-0 in favor. Motion Carried. Chairman Smith motioned to wave the public hearing for the Leon Powers estate subdivision. Subdivision is naturally divided by Saulsbury road, and purchased by adjoining landowner and annexing the property to theirs.   Chris White seconded the motion. Vote was 5-0 in favor. Motion carried.    Peter Reppenhagen motioned to approve the  Leon Powers Estate subdivision and Barb Albro seconded the motion. Motion Carried 5-0 in favor.

Motion to approve minutes with changes for the March 21, 2002 meeting by Vincent Maresco and seconded by Barb Albro. Motion carried 5-0 in favor. Board member Vincent Maresco stated that he has resigned and that this may be his last meeting. Barb Albro motioned to adjourn and Peter Reppenhagen seconded the motion carried.
