Peter Reppenhagen seconded the motion, vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 abstained. Chris White motioned to approve the April Planning board minutes with changes and Peter Reppenhagen seconded the motion. Vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 abstained by Tom VanPatten.   Peter Reppenhagen motioned to approve the May 2002 minutes as WRITTEN and Barb Albro seconded the motion. Motion carried, vote was 5-0 in favor.

Peter Reppenhagen motioned to cancel the July meeting and change the August meeting from August 15, 2002 to August 22, 2002. Tom Van Patten seconded the motion. Motioned carried. Sharon will publish in Cortland Standard and at Post Office. Meeting closed at 7:45 PM.
