June 26, 2003 Minutes

Town of Preble Planning Board

The Town of Preble planning Board met on Thursday June 26, 2003.

Members present were Dean Smith, Chris White, Tom Van Patten and Bard Albro. Peter Reppenhagen was absent.

Chairman Smith opened the meeting at 7:07 PM.

First Item was AT&T’s application to add an additional antenna to the existing cell tower located on Preble Road. Art Russ from AT&T took the floor to answer any  of the Board questions. Mr. Russ and the Board reviewed the application and plans.

Mr. Russ explained that Crown Atlantic Co. owns the cell tower and they lease the land from the Knapps. AT&T would lease the space from Crown Atlantic. Board discussed the structure that would be located on the ground, which would be 2x4x5ft. Mr. Russ stated that they plan on extending the driveway and adding a concrete pad.

Board reviewed the EAF and the FCC licensing. Barb Albro motioned to accept the proposed AT&T site plan application as complete for review. Chris White seconded the motion. Motion Carried. Vote was 4-0 in favor with one absent. Tom Van Patten motioned to declare the Planning Board as lead agency and Barb Albro seconded the motion. Motion Carried. Vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent. Board reviewed the SEQR process.

Chris White motioned to declare a negative declaration after reviewing applications and accepting the application as Board agreed. Tom Van Patten seconded the motion. Motion Carried. Vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent. Board agreed that a public hearing was not necessary. Tom Van Patten motioned to approve site plan on the AT&T antenna tower and Barb Albro seconded the motion. Motion Carried. Vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent.

Second item on agenda was an application for a minor subdivision by a Mr. Michael Hughes of Little York.  Mr. Hughes states that they are making three lots, which would give them 150ft-road frontage and lot size. Mr. Hughes states that the Zoning Board of Appeals does not know what appeals means. Mr. Hughes was angry that the color-coded maps he gave to Doug Staley were not with the Planning Board. Mr. Hughes will get a survey after the subdivision is approved. Chairman Smith stated that the survey would have to match the Boards approval. Chairman Smith motioned to accept the application for subdivision by Michael and Terry Hughes ( Gene Craig sale) as complete when the Code Officer Doug Staley reviews it. Tom Van Patten seconded the motion. Motion carried, vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent. 

Barb Albro motioned to hold the July meeting on July 9, 2003 at 7:00 PM and Tom Van Patten seconded the motion. Motion Carried; vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent.

Chris White motioned to hold a public hearing on July 9, 2003 at 7:00 PM and Tom Van Patten seconded the motion. Motion Carried. Vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent.

Sharon will have the notice published in Cortland Standard. Board reviewed the minutes from May 22, 2003 and Tom Van Patten motioned to approve them with changes.  Barb Albro seconded the motion. Motion Carried, Vote was 3-0 in favor with 1 absent and 1 abstained.
