At 7:15 the Board reviewed the land use plan and discussed their ideas and concerns. Barb Albro was concerned for what determines a kennel. Tom Fox wants Hazardous waste defined. Boards concern was for the aquifer.

Dennis Kennedy voiced his concern for the change in the buffer zone and ground level or below ground construction and structures. He felt the Town has no right to toss out Judge Rumsey’s ruling that a parking lot is considered a structure. Board took his concerns under consideration. 

Dick Martin stated that the buffer zone change in the land use plan came from code officer Doug Staley.

Barb Albro brought up zoning on fencing, which is the right side and wrong side to face the neighbor’s property? She stated that most towns had that as part of their zoning regulations.
Board reviewed the non-conforming structure requirements in the land use plan. Tom VanPatten stated that Town Supervisor Betty Ann Pitman would like the Board to review the ten year plan and where they would like to see the Town in ten years from now.
