Minutes for October 18, 2001

The Town of Preble Planning Board met on Thursday October 18, 2001 at 7:00 PM at the Preble Town Hall. Members present were Chairman Dean Smith, Vincent Maresco, Peter Reppenhagen, Chris White and Tom Fox. 

7:00 PM agenda first item the Leon Powers Estate subdivision Public Hearing.

Mr. Buranska was present to represent Mr. James P. Owing executor for the Powers Estate.

Mr. Buranska had no comment.  Mr. Thomas Ferteski reviewed the map with the Board and asked when construction would begin. Vincent Maresco stated that the Board has 45 days to act on application from date of public hearing.  Chris White motioned to close the public hearing and Peter Reppenhagen seconded the motion. Motion carried 5-0 in favor. Board member s reviewed the letter and determination from the Cortland County Planning Dept. 

Tom Fox motioned to approve the Leon Powers estate subdivision, contingent upon the Cortland County Planning Department determination that they eliminate lots 2A and 3A. Peter Reppenhagen seconded the motion and the motion carried 5-0 in favor.  

Second item on agenda, Rittenhouse Subdivision.

At 7:12 Chairman Smith recused himself from the Rittenhouse subdivision and Board member Vincent Maresco became acting Chair. Attorney Francis Casullo stated that the Board should address the SEQR issue tonight. Board member Peter Reppenhagen motioned to declare the Planning Board as lead agency and Chris White seconded the motion. Motion carried 4-0 in favor and 1 abstained.  Board members reviewed the proposed subdivision map and the EAF.  Acting Chairman Vincent Maresco asked about the section 11, comment from the DEC. Francis Casullo stated that he received word that no action could be taken until the DEC and the ACE. Mr. Casullo stated that both had signed off. Mr. Casullo reviewed the EAF with the board and stated that the subdivision does not exceed the type 1 threshold.

Board member Peter Reppenhagen entertained a motion to declare a negative declaration on the EAF for the Rittenhouse subdivision and Tom Fox seconded the motion. Motion carried. Vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 abstained. At that point Mr. Casullo gave the Board his recommendations. Mr. Casullo stated the spoke with each attorney and so they know what I am going to recommend. The Board has letter from the DEC and the ACE that are both sign offs. I spoke with Dan Dineen for Cortland County Planning Dept. and he stated that the map would not have made any difference. The ZBA has no issue with this proposed subdivision. The Town of Tully has no issue. The Board can consider the boundary dispute but it is not a reason for denial. This Board does not make boundary decisions. If Board approves the subdivision it should be wit conditions that Rittenhouse Road becomes part of Rittenhouse property and pins need to be placed in the three acres.  Vincent Maresco stated that if the road were to adjoin with the Rittenhouse property then it would give more road frontage and make it more conforming. Peter Reppenhagen asked if you could add to a nonconforming lot. Vincent Maresco stated it would be an improvement. Tom Fox motion to approve the Rittenhouse with two conditions, 1 that the road become part of the Rittenhouse property.   

2 that the pins are placed as per code officer’s recommendation. Chris White seconded the motion. Motion carried, vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 abstained. Let the record show that Chairman Dean Smith abstained in review of application and motion of the Rittenhouse subdivision because of a previous boundary dispute.  

At 7:45 PM Vincent Maresco relinquished acting chair back to Dean Smith.

At 7:45Pm Mr. Roger Beck and Mr. Bill Wright approached the Board with the survey and discussed the previous Wright subdivision. Their request is ¼ acre subdivision. The previous subdivision was never filed and sale never took place. Attorney Casullo stated that they would have to go back to the Town Board who made the resolution. So rather than add 22 acres you want only a ¼ acre. Fran Casullo stated that he would speak with the Town Board and contact Mr. Beck. Chairman Smith stated that he spoke with Doug Staley and that he had no new business for tonight. Tom Fox motioned to approve the August minutes with changes and Vincent Maresco seconded the motion.  Motion Carried and meeting closed at 8:33PM.
