OLD BUSINESS

Best Deck Subdivision / Federal Signal Subdivision

Federal Signal is seeking the subdivision not Best Deck.

Matt Neuman stated he had a letter from Best Deck stating he represents them in this subdivision.

Matt Neuman brought a letter from Gary Hawkins stating he did not have any problems with the subdivision.

NEW BUSINESS

Barden Homes Wind test tower.

Doug Wilcox explained that Barden would like to be totally green. Mr. George McConochie of Sustainable Energy Developments INC, explained the wind test tower study. The tower would be up for three months and would be 165ft tall. The study is needed to determine how many turbines that Barden Homes would need 

Fran Casullo stated that this is the first time he has seen this application. He reviewed the application and the Zoning Ordinance with the Board. He stated that the ordinance does not address a wind tower in a light industrial area, height specifications will be needed. He stated that even a temporary tower would need a building permit. Section 10, page 39 did address alternate energy. Mr. Casullo stated that Barden Homes would need a area and maybe a bulk variance on the wind tower for 165ft. Zoning allows for 135ft. They will also need a use variance.

Wind tower is not within 500ft of Route 281.

Barden will go before the Zoning Board at their December 2005 meeting.

Motion to approve the October 27, 2005 minutes by Beth Brill and seconded by Barb Albro.
