Town of Preble Planning Board

Minutes for November 15, 2001

The Town of Preble Planning Board met on November 15, 2001 at the Preble Town Hall at 7:00PM. Board members present were Chairman Dean Smith, Vincent Maresco, Tom Fox and Peter Reppenhagen. Chris White and Secretary Sharon Flint were absent. Board decided to review the minutes for September and October 2001. Vincent Maresco motioned to approve the October 18, 2001 as amended and Tom Fox seconded the Motion. Vote was 4-0 in favor with one absent, motion carried.  New Town Board member Lynette Currie was in attendance. Board reviewed September 2001 minutes. Board member Peter Reppenhagen motioned to approve the September 2001 minutes as submitted and Vincent Maresco seconded the motion. Motion carried, vote was 4-0 in favor with one absent.  Mr. Smith stated that the Town Board might have a replacement for 

Tom Fox.  Nice and Easy application is not that far away and there may be another cell tower. Board discussed the potential future applications while waiting for Mr. Wright and Mr. Beck.  Board reviewed the application for the Wright /Beck minor subdivision that was previously approved. Fran Casullo stated to Chairman Smith that Mr. Beck and Mr. Wright should create a new application. Vincent Maresco questioned the presence of Mr. Beck instead of Mr. Wright who is actually the applicant. Mr. Maresco stated that we need the landowner. Board was in agreement. Mr. Beck stated he did not call Mr. Wright on the advice of Doug Staley because he said he did not have to be here.  Board told Mr. Beck it is a requirement that the landowner be present. Chairman Smith will call Doug Staley and let him know the requirement that the property owner be at the meeting to submit a new application.  Mr. Maresco stated that the Board could compromise as long as they have a letter from Mr. Wright stated that Mr. Beck could represent him. Board was in agreement because both applicants have been in before for the proposed subdivision. Board reviewed the maps with Mr. Beck.  The difference in the already approved Wright/Beck subdivision is the size. The proposed application for subdivision is now 4/10 of an acre instead of 22 acres. Mr. Maresco stated that it does not meet law and has no road frontage so it would be contingent upon joining it with the existing Beck property. Board agreed it would be the same contingency as the previously approved subdivision.   Chairman Smith stated that the re-zoning would be the Town Board, as would the sale, all would occur at the same time. Vincent Maresco asked if Board still need a public hearing and a SEQR form. Chairman Smith stated that we rescinded the SEQR form for the previous Wright/Beck subdivision. Chairman Smith stated that lead agency is the Town Board on re-zoning issues. Application must be referred to Cortland County Planning Department because it is within 500 ft from a County Road.

Peter Reppenhagen entered a motion that the Planning Board accepts the Wright/ Beck application subdivision as complete.  Tom Fox seconded the motion and the vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent. Motion carried.  Board member Vincent Maresco motioned to refer the proposed application for the Wright/Beck subdivision to the County Planning Department.  Tom Fox seconded the motion. Motion carried 4-0 in favor with 1 absent. Board decided to wave the public hearing because they had no public interest in the previous subdivision application

 Peter Reppenhagen motioned to wave the public hearing for the Wright/Beck application based on the fact we held a public hearing before and no one expressed interest and no objections. Tom Fox seconded the motion. Motion carried 4-0 in favor with one absent. Board needs to recommend and refer the application to the Town Board.   Peter Reppenhagen motioned that on the application for the Wright/Beck subdivision we will refer it to the Town Board as lead agency and that they conduct a public hearing, the zoning, sale and annex to the existing Beck property as well as the subdivision. Vincent Maresco seconded the motion. Motion carried, vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent. Chairman Smith stated that they would leave all information for Sharon Flint and that Mr. Beck should make the Town Board aware of wanting to be put on their agenda. You should follow up with Doug Staley.  Motion to adjourn at 7:55 by Vincent Maresco and seconded by Peter Reppenhagen. Motion carried.
