Planning Board Minutes

The Town of Preble Planning Board met at 7:00PM on November 20, 2003 at the Preble Town hall. Members present were, Acting Chairman Chris White, Tom VanPatten, Barb Albro, and Beth Brill. Absent was Terry Coolridge. Attorney Patrick Snyder was also present.

Board reviewed the October 25, 2003 minutes and Tom VanPatten motioned to approve them. Beth Brill seconded the motion. Motion carried 4-0 in favor with 1 absent. Meeting Agenda was the Barden Homes site plan and subdivision

Mr. Tim Buhl and Mr. Doug Wilcox from Barden Homes reviewed the site plan with the Board members. Mr. Buhl stated that they have enlarged the main office by 1,000ft. and that they have requested an extra 60 ft. to the site plan.

Barden Homes would like the Board to approve the extra 60 ft strip added to their subdivision without having to go through another subdivision approval.

Attorney Patrick Snyder explained to the Board that the Zoning Board of appeals approved a variance request, cutting down the required 100ft buffer zone to 50ft pending the Cortland County Planning Department recommendation.   Tom VanPatten stated that the extra 60ft is zoned agriculture. Mr. Buhl stated that there will be no buildings on the buffer zone.  Chris White stated that the Board could approve the site plan contingent upon the ZBA’s approval. Mr. Buhl stated that the buffer will remain forever wild.

Attorney Patrick stated that the Board may not find the extra 60ft significant. Tom VanPatten stated that the approved zone is light industrial and the request of the extra 60ft is agricultural. He felt that there is no distance between zones. Beth Brill asked if the extra 60ft is going to be on the deed. Now you will have a property in two zones. Barb Albro would like to approve site plan with conditions. Planning Board felt that this issue between the Zoning Board and Barden Homes. Patrick Snyder agreed. Chris White stated that he felt the change was minor.

Barb Albro motioned to approve the Barden and Robeson Subdivision with modifications adding the 60 ft of agricultural land to the North parcel and that the Planning Board considers this to be a minor change and that the acting Chairman Chris White is authorized to sign the modified subdivision. Beth Brill seconded the motion. Motion Carried, vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent.

Board discussed the site plan with Mr. Buhl. There was concern with storm water runoff and what type of heating Barden would use. Mr. Buhl stated that they have a filter and drainage systems so what falls on the tar will be treated. Mr. Buhl stated that they are following the codes closely with the code officer Doug Staley and that they will maintain a dry hydrant. Tom VanPatten expressed concern for emergency vehicles.

Beth Brill motioned to approve the site plan with two conditions, that the ZBA approves the buffer zone and that the storm water runoff goes through the soil and water conservation district. 

Barb Albro seconded the motion. Motion carried with 4-0 in favor and 1 absent.

 Bill Underwood came before the Board to create a minor subdivision. He would like to give his son two acres and would like to have a double wide on it. Board reviewed that maps and plans with Mr. Underwood. Beth Brill stated that the double wide is already there and that all he is doing is giving it to his son.

Board reviewed the EAF. Patrick stated that in the zoning ordinance 

Page 25 a new dwelling as part of the farm is permitted, but a new dwelling not related to the farm would need a special permit. Mr. Snyder stated that it is in an agricultural and the dwelling is already there it should be fine if it is with in the 500ft of a County highway. Board reviewed the EAF and reviewed the subdivision application to the Cortland County Planning Department that will act on this at their December 18, 2003 meeting.

Tom VanPatten motioned to declare a negative declaration on the Underwood minor subdivision and Beth Brill seconded the motion.

Meeting closed at 8:20 PM.
