Planning Board minutes for the Town of Preble Planning Board 

November 21, 2002.

The Town of Preble Planning Board met on Thursday November 21, 2002 at 7:00 PM at the Preble Town Hall.

Members present were Chairman Dean Smith, Barb Albro, Chris White, Peter Reppenhagen and Tom VanPatten. Chairman Smith opened the meeting at 7:02 PM.

First Item on the agenda was a site Plan application for a Mr. Fish who would like to construct self storage units on to Clark Rd. Mr. Fish would like to add 5 units to the existing 2 units. Chairman Smith stated that the Cortland Co. Planning Dept has recommended approval with 6 contingencies. The Cortland County Planning Dept. suggests that Mr. Fish gets approval from the Town of Preble Fire Chief, and the Highway Supervisor. That the area between each unit be paved, that security fencing be put up, emergency access for emergency vehicles and a copy of a sample lease that states no hazardous material be stored there. Board reviewed the application and Cortland Co. recommendations. Mr. Fish stated that he plans to have twenty units per building and will not build them all at the same time. Chris White motioned to accept the Fish application as complete and Tom VanPatten seconded the motion. Vote was 5-0 in favor. Board deferred the SEQR process for the Fish application. 

Next Item on the agenda was a site plan application for Kennedy Hardwoods. The Kennedy’s would like to add a 40x 32ft addition off the side of their existing building and add a dry storage building in the rear. Board reviewed the survey and site plan application with the Kennedy’s. Smith stated that Cortland Co. Planning Dept. recommends approval contingent upon an area variance from the Zoning Board of Appeals.

Barb Albro motioned to accept the Kennedy application as complete and Chris White seconded the motion. Motion was 5-0 in favor. Motion carried. Tom VanPatten motioned to hold a Public hearing at the Planning Board December 19, 2002 meeting at 7:00PM and Peter Reppenhagen seconded the motion, Motion Carried.  

At 7:45 PM Carl Wendt spoke for Paul Bunyan Products on a site plan application. Paul Bunyan would like to construct a small building to heat and treat pallets to kill possible parasites. Mr. Wendt stated that the new law goes into effect on April 1, 2002. The unit will heat up 136 degrees for a half-hour with no emissions. The unit would be used about 5 or 6 times a week at a 3 and a half-hour cycle. Each cycle would hold a truckload of pallets.

Peter Reppenhagen motion to accept Paul Bunyan application as complete and Barb Albro seconded the motion. Motion Carried 5-0 in favor. Board reviewed and completed the SEQR process for all three applications. Chris White motioned to declare Planning Board as lead agency for the Paul Bunyan Products application and Tom VanPatten seconded the motion. Vote was 5-0 in Favor. Motion Carried. Peter Reppenhagen motioned to declare a negative declaration for the Paul Bunyan Site plan application and Barb Albro seconded the motion. Motion carried 5-0 in favor. Chris White motioned to declare Preble Planning board as lead agency for the Kennedy site plan application and Tom VanPatten seconded the motion. Vote was 5-0 in favor. Motion Carried.  Tom VanPatten motioned to declare a negative declaration for the Kennedy application and Chris White seconded the motion. Vote was 5-0 in favor.  

Peter Reppenhagen motioned to declare planning Board as lead agency for the Fish application and Tom VanPatten seconded. Motion carried 5-0 in favor.

Chris White motioned to declare a negative declaration for the Fish site plan application and Barb Albro seconded the motion. Motion Carried; vote was 5-0 in favor.

Board discussed a letter that Dean Smith had sent to Code Officer Doug Staley. Board discussed moving the meeting to the fourth Thursday of each month.

Board reviewed the minutes from the October 2002 meeting and Barb Albro motioned to approve as written. TomVanPatten seconded the motion. Motion carried
