Town of Preble Planning Board minutes for December 19, 2002

The Town of Preble Planning Board met on Thursday December 19, 2002 at 7:00PM at the Preble Town Hall. Members present were Chairman Dean Smith, Peter Reppenhagen, Tom Van Patten and Barb Albro. Chris White was absent. Three items on the agenda. Three Public Hearings.

At 7:04 Chairman Smith opened the Public Hearing for the Fish moving and storage application.

Mr. Fish presented the Board with his survey and site plan for the public to view. 

Mr. Harley Beeber from Little York Lake asked Mr. Fish who would be storing what in the self-storage units. Mr. Beebers main concern is if people were to store their boats in these units. He was concerned about run off from the boats of gas, oil and winterizing these possible boats. Mr. Beeber was concerned for the storm water runoff into the aquifer.

Mr. Don Richards wanted to know what the Town would implement for storm water drainage. Chairman Smith stated that the Town does not have a storm water drainage plan.

Mr. Richards felt the Town should have a storm water drainage plan.

Mr. Fish stated that boats are not able to be stored beyond 15-ft. long.

Mr. Richards stated that Cortland County has a storm water drainage plan and so should the Town of Preble. At 7:12 PM Barb Albro motioned to close the Fish public hearing and Tom VanPatten seconded the motion. Motion carried. Vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent.

The Kennedy hardwoods public hearing opened at 7:14 PM.

Scott and Vernon Kennedy would like to add an addition and extend the roof off the existing building by 32-ft.`Chairman Smith stated that Cortland County Planning Dept. recommended a variance from the ZBA which was approved last night. There was no public comment for

 the Kennedy public hearing. Tom Vanpatten motioned to close the Kennedy public hearing and Barb Albro seconded the motion. Motion carried. Vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent. 

At 7:17 PM Chairman Smith opened the Paul Bunyon public hearing. Smith stated that Paul Bunyon Products are planning to construct a 20 x 46 ft building to dry and heat treat pallets to comply with a national and international requirement. Mr. Karl Wendt, R.A. agreed.

Chairman Smith stated that Cortland County Planning Dept has no recommendations for Paul Bunyon. There were no public comments. Peter Reppenhagen motioned to close the Paul Bunyon public hearing and Barb Albro seconded the motion. Motion carried. Vote was 4-0 in 

favor with 1 absent.  Regular meeting opened at 7:40 PM and Board discussed the Fish storage application. Mr. Fish gave the Board the required letter from Highway supervisor and Fire Chief Jeff Griswold. The Board reviewed the lease agreement and discussed the concerns about boat storage and runoff problems. Mr. Fish stated that there is no boat storage at this time. Tom Van Patten stated that the lease should also state no maintenance on boats or motor vehicles at the storage units. Chairman Smith and Board agreed. Mr. Fish stated that the area is a gravel hole and there will not be runoff. Vernon Kennedy agreed he stated water would not lay more than 5 minutes. Drainage will not have any effect on the house or lake near by. Chairman Smith stated as per Dan Dineen of Cortland CO. Planning Dept. that if it is paved it would required storm water runoff but not if it gravel.

RESOLUTION

Board to approve the Fish application based on the Cortland County Planning Department no recommendations and add to the lease agreement that there will be no maintenance of motors or motor vehicles and water crafts at the proposed storage units.  Approval is also based on the discussion of storm water runoff as satisfied with amendments. Peter Reppenhagen motioned and Tom Van Patten seconded. Motion carried. Tom Van Patten motioned to approve the Kennedy Hardwoods application based on no public comment and approved by the Zoning Board of Appeals for variance. Peter Reppenhagen seconded.

Paul Bunyan Products

Barb Albro motioned to approve the Paul Bunyan Products heat treatment system based on  

Recommendation by the Cortland County Planning Dept. and no public comment with the conditions by the County is met. Tom VanPatten seconded the motion. Motion Carried.

Board reviewed the minutes from the November 2002 meeting and Barb Albro notion to approve them with changes. Peter Reppenhagen seconded the motion. 

Peter Reppenhagen motioned to move the Planning Board meeting to the fourth Thursday of each month, excluding November and December, which will remain on the third Thursday of each month. The time will remain the same at 7:00PM. Barb Albro seconded the motion. Motion carried.
