Minutes for the Town of Preble Planning Board

September 20, 2001

The Town of Preble Planning Board met on Thursday September 20, 2001 at 7:00PM at the Preble Town Hall. Members present were Chairman Dean Smith, Vincent Maresco, Tom Fox and Peter Reppenhagen.  Board member Chris White was absent.

First Item Attorney Francis Casullo made a statement in regards to the proposed Rittenhouse subdivision application. Mr. Casullo stated that Mr. Rittenhouse’s attorney Julie Campbell faxed a letter to him stating they would like to adjourn until the October 18, 2001 meeting.

Mr. Casullo stated that he would provide a written memo to all Board members except Chairman Smith in regards to this issue. Tom Fox wants to get moving on this issue and Mr. Casullo agreed. Vincent Maresco and Mr. Casullo plan to view the property in question and also plan to give the opposing parties a visit to view the property.  Mr. Casullo stated that the Board would do the SEQR at the next meeting.

Next Item on the agenda is the Owings/ Estate of Leon Powers proposed major subdivision.

Mr. Tom Buranska was available to act as agent for Mr. James P. Owings. James P. Owings is Executor for he Estate of Leon Powers. Board members reviewed the survey submitted by Mr. Buranska.  Board discussed the existing right of way and the three-parcel subdivision with Mr. Buranska. Board had question in regards to parcel 2A and 3A. Chairman Smith explained that they are sub-sets for a possible future subdivision. Property is located in a R1L zone. Board member Peter Reppenhagen motioned to accept the application for the proposed James P. Ownings/Estate of Leon Powers major subdivision as complete. Tom Fox seconded the motion. Vote was four in favor with one absent.

Board member Tom Fox motioned to hold a public hearing at the October 18, 2001 meeting at 7:00PM at the Preble Town Hall, for the proposed Owings major subdivision.

Vincent Maresco seconded the motion and the motion carried. Vote was 4 in favor with 1 absent. Board member Vincent Maresco asked if the application should be referred to the Cortland County Planning Department. Board members agreed that it should be referred. Vincent Maresco motioned to refer the proposed major subdivision of James P. Owings, Estate of Leon Powers to the Cortland County Planning Department. Peter Reppenhagen seconded the motion. Vote was 4 in Favor with 1 absent. Motion carried. Sharon Flint will send referral to Planning Board and publish legal notice of public hearing. 

Board members reviewed SEQR. Vincent Maresco motion to make Preble Planning Board act as lead agency for the Proposed major subdivision by James P. Owings and Peter Reppenhagen seconded the motion. Vote was 4-0 in favor with one absent. Motion carried.

Peter Reppenhagen motioned to declare a negative declaration on the EAF for the proposed Owings subdivision and Tom Fox seconded the motion. Vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent. Mr. Smith explained to Mr. Baranska that any changes to the survey he could bring to the public hearing on October 18, 2001.  

Board reviewed the July 18, 2001 minutes and decided to table the August 16, 2001 minutes. Tom Fox motioned to approve the July 2001 minutes with amendments and Vincent Maresco seconded the motion. Vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent. Motion carried. Board member Vincent Maresco motion to adjourn and Tom Fox seconded the motion. Motion Carried. Meeting closed at 8:35PM.
