Minutes for the Town of Preble Zoning Board of Appeals

The Town of Preble Zoning Board of appeals met on Thursday January 3, 2002 at 7:30PM at the Preble Town Hall. Members present were Chairman Daniel O’Shea, Adelbert Knapp, Robert Lieber and Brian Bartholomew. Charles Sturgen was absent.

Chairman O’Shea opened the meeting at 7:45 PM with two items on the agenda.

First item was a letter from Song Mountain's attorney, Tom Lynch requesting the transfer of the special permits. Chairman O’Shea stated that the Board could not act on this until Song Mountain comes before the Board. Mr. Harris and Mr. Lynch plan on being at the January Planning Board meeting. Brian Bartholomew does not feel there is harm in transferring the permits. Board member Robert Lieber stated he does not think the permits should be transferred until we know what Song Mountain’s plans are. Adelbert Knapp stated that the pond in the lower field is not a good deal.  Chairman O’Shea stated the Board should table Song Mountains until he has spoke with Boards attorney, Patrick Snyder. Adelbert Knapp motioned to table Song Mountain and Bob Lieber seconded the motion. Motion carried. Vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent.

Board reviewed the December minutes and Brian Bartholomew motion to approve the December 2001 minutes. Bob Lieber seconded the motion. Motion carried. Vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent.

NEW BUSINESS

Bill and Diane Robinson of Song Mountain Road and Song Lake Road expressed their concerns to the Board about water lines belonging to Song Mountain running across their property. Board reviewed maps with the Robinson’s and Chairman O’Shea stated that the project the Board approved was for Song Mountain to remove their old pipelines and place new ones at a different location. Chairman O’Shea told the Robinson’s that Mr. Harris and his attorney plan on being at the January Planning Board meeting. Town Supervisor wants Board to consider changing the dates of the meetings.
