OLD BUSINESS

Public Hearing for the  Ed Bennedy variance application.

 Chairman O’Shea opened the meeting at 7:34PM.

Mr. Bennedy stated that he would like to put the trailer park back to its original 27 lots as long as they are 10ft. from the road.

He feels that the trailer park was not zoned separately , but as a whole.

Town highway Supervisor, Jeffrey Griswold stated that the question is where is the road. Is it 50 ft. of deeded right a way to the Town? At this point there are 3 trailers actually 3ft. on to Town land. Mr. Griswold stated that it may be deeded as a highway.

Dave Griswold adjacent property owner stated that some of  these trailers are on his property.

People can not walk around without walking on my property.

Chairman O’Shea stated that the Board does not have an updated survey and can not tell where the pins are.

Planning Board Chairman Tom VanPatten stated that last week the Planning Board asked for a survey and he does not have one. So that’s it.

Attorney Francis Casullo stated that you can not see what section Mr. Bennedy is asking the variance for. More important than a survey a person asked for a certain section of the Zoning. 

Chairman O’Shea suggested that the Board deny Mr. Bennedy’s application and let him submit a new application with a survey. Chairman O’Shea stated that this survey should be detailed.
