Minutes for April 1, 2004

The Town of Preble Zoning Board of Appeals met on Thursday, April 1, 2004 at 7:30PM at the Preble Town Hall.

Members present were Chairman Daniel O’Shea, Brian Bartholomew,  Kay Vossler, Bob Lieber and Bill Underwood.

AGENDA

Public hearing for Edward Osterhoudt and a public hearing for Cliff Davenport.

 O’Shea opened the Public hearing for Mr. Osterhoudt of 1753 Mt. Toppin road, Town of Preble.

Mr. Osterhoudt stated that he would like to build a garage 28 ft. from his house.

Mr. Osterhoudt is requesting a variance because his proposed garage will be less than 70 ft. from the road.

Board reviewed maps and plans.

Larry Nye of Corl Dr, Town of Preble owns land up on top of the hill and is concerned that he will not be able to use the road to get to his property. Board members wanted to make sure property owners would have a right a way to their property.

Mr. Osterhoudt stated that his proposed garage will not affect the road.

Board members discussed the conditions of the old Mt. Toppin Road. Mr. Osterhoudt stated that no traffic except 4 wheelers go up on the road. Larry Nye Jr. would like to clear the road, so as to get up there with ATV’s. Mr. Osterhoudt stated that the garage will not affect the road and that the road will not change.

Osterhoudt public hearing closed at 7:40PM.

The Cliff Davenport public hearing opened at 7:40 PM.

Mr. Davenport of 2115 Friendly Shores, Town of Preble reviewed his plans with the 

Board. Mr. Davenport proposed variance request is a side yard area variance. He would like to build a 24ft x 20ft addition on to the South Side of his property towards his neighbor Joe Kinney’s house. The proposed addition would be 5ft. from the property line.
Mr. Kinney stated that he has no objections. Board member Bill Underwood asked about the location of the boat launch. Davenport public hearing closed at 7:43 PM.

Board deliberated over the Edward Osterhoudt variance request. Chairman O’Shea stated that he has no problem with the request, especially since it will be built over the cliff. Chairman O’Shea stated that the book states it must be 70 ft from the road and this would only be 25 ft. TheDavenport public hearing closed at 7:50PM.
Board member Brian Bartholomew motioned to approve the area variance for Mr. Edward Osterhoudt, whereas the proposed project will not have an undesired effect on the neighborhood.

Whereas there is no other way to complete this project without a variance, whereas the proposed garage will not interfere with the road, whereas the proposed garage is no closer to the road than the existing house. It does not require a substantial variance, whereas the applicant did not create his own hardship. Be it resolved that this variance be granted. Seconded by Bill Underwood. Motion carried, vote was 5-0 in favor.

Chairman O’Shea stated that the Board must refer to the Cortland County Planning Department because of the location to a County Road. Board members reviewed the SEQR.

Bob Lieber motioned to declare a negative declaration and Brain Bartholomew seconded the motion. Motion carried 5-0 in favor.
At 8:00PM the Board deliberated the Davenport variance request and Bob Lieber motioned to approve, whereas as the proposed variance will not change the character of the neighborhood , whereas there is no other practical way to build the proposed addition, whereas the setback variance is not substantial, whereas the proposed variance does not have an adverse effect on the neighborhood, whereas the hardship was not self created.
Be it resolved that the side yard variance be granted. Seconded by Bill Underwood. Motion carried 5-0 in favor.

Sharon Flint will notify Doug Staley of the variance approvals. Board reviewed the minutes from the last meeting and Bob Lieber Motioned to approve as written. Kay Vossler seconded the motion. Motion carried 5-0 in favor.

Meeting adjourned at 8:12 PM.
