Matt Neuman of Riehlman, Shafer and Shafer was present to represent Mr. Underwood.

Francis Casullo was also present to represent the Board.

Mr. Underwood, a Board member recused himself from the meeting.

Mr. Casullo explained that the Underwood’s have filed for an Area Variance and that this matter has already been forwarded to the County Planning Board. Mr. Casullo reviewed Section 834, subsection 515 of the area and frontage of the Zoning Ordinance with the Board. A Public hearing was scheduled for the May 5, 2005 ZBA meeting at 7:30 PM. Bob Lieber motioned and Brian Bartholomew seconded. Motion Carried 4-0 in favor with 1 recused.
Mr. Casullo explained that SEQR needs to be filed. Matt Neuman to complete section 1 and the Board to complete section 2. Mr. Casullo stated that the Planning Board referred this application to the Zoning Board, if the Underwood’s are denied a variance then there is no point in going before the Planning Board. 
Mr. Neuman reviewed the plans with the Board, explaining that there are 19 lots and hopefully each home owner might purchase one to add to their existing parcels. Mr. Neuman stated that 17 out if nineteen are interested. The land would only be offered to directly in front of, or to the right or left of each home owner’s property.

Mr. Casullo stated that the Cortland County Planning Department will meet on April 20, 2005 and Board should have their recommendations and a public hearing before we go any further.

Underwood meeting closed at 7:47 PM.

Mr. Underwood unrecused himself and the Board reviewed the minutes from the November 4, 2004 meeting. Brian Bartholomew motioned to approve and Bob Lieber seconded. Motion Carried, Vote was 5-0 in favor.
