Minutes for the Town of Preble Zoning Board of Appeals

The Town of Preble Zoning Board of Appeals met on Thursday,

 June 3, 2004 at 7:30 PM at the Preble Town Hall.

Members present were, Chairman Daniel O’Shea, Bob Lieber, Brian Bartholomew, Kay Vossler and Bill Underwood. Town Supervisor Bettyann Pitman was also present.
ADGENDA: Public Hearing, Variance application for Mr. Richard Cutia of Little York Lake, Town of Preble.

Chairman O’Shea opened the Public Hearing at 7:33 PM. 
Mr. Cutia took the floor and explained to the Board that he would like to construct an addition to his camp at 6172 Little York Lake Road. The Proposed addition would be located on the North side of the property and would be 6ft.x 12ft. in size. Mr. Cutia stated that he purchased the property 10 years ago and that he is unable to put this space anywhere else.  Amy Bertini is the neighbor to the North of Mr. Cutia. The proposed addition would be 7ft. from her property line. Board would like Ms. Bertini’s opinion. Mr. Cutia called Ms. Bertini and Chairman O’Shea spoke with her. Ms. Bertini has no objection to the Cutis addition.  No more comments from the public, therefore public hearing closed at 7:55 PM.

Town Supervisor and Board discussed the zoning of Song Mountain Road past the maintenance barn is zoned as R1L and felt that it maybe incorrect. Board thought that the area should be zoned as R1.

Board reviewed the SEQR forms and process and declared,

Whereas the proposed addition would not change the character of the neighborhood,

Whereas the benefit sought by the applicant can be achieved no other way,

Whereas the requested variance is not substantial,

Whereas the proposed variance will not effect the physical environmental condition of the neighborhood,
Whereas this hardship was not self created, be it resolved that this area variance be granted.
 Bob Lieber motioned and Brian Bartholomew seconded the motion. Motion carried, vote was 5-0 in favor with 1 absent. Board must refer to Cortland County Planning Dept. because location is within 500ft of a County road.
Board reviewed the minutes from the April 2004 meeting and approved them with changes. Bill Underwood motioned to approve minutes and Bob Lieber seconded the motion. Motion Carried 5-0 in favor. Meeting closed at 8:20 PM.
