Minutes for the Town of Preble Zoning Board of Appeals

The Town of Preble Zoning Board of Appeals met on Wednesday December 18, 2002 for a special meeting, Public hearing for Kennedy Hardwoods.

Members present were, Chairman Daniel O’Shea, Bob Lieber, Brian Bartholomew, Kay Vossler and Del Knapp. 

Chairman O’Shea opened the public hearing at 7:38 PM after he read the legal notice published in the Cortland Standard.

Mr. Scott Kennedy explained to the Board and the public that they planned to add a 32-ft extension to the existing building to use as a rain shelter and to store dry goods. 

This extension will not be enclosed. The extension is 1’8” off from the required 25-ft. requirement. They are before the Board to request a variance.

Vernon Kennedy stated that they would like a roofed area to do shingles and keep off the rain. There were no other public comments.

Board reviewed the Zoning ordinance section 832 parts A, B, and C.

Boards findings and where as,

1. The Cortland Co. Planning Department recommends approval.

2. The Change is not substantial.

3. It will not change the character of the neighborhood

4. Where as a SEQR negative declaration was made.

Be it resolved that an area variance be granted to Kennedy Hardwoods of 1945 W. Clark 

Road to build an extension described in the application. Tax Map # 37.02-09.2

Bob Lieber motioned to approve the Kennedy area variance and Brian Bartholomew seconded the motion.  Motion carried. Vote was 5-0 in favor.
