 The Town of Preble Zoning Board of Appeals met on Thursday May 2, 2002 at 7:30 PM at the Preble Town Hall. Members present were Chairman Daniel O’ Shea, Charles Sturgen, Bob Lieber and Brian Bartholomew. Board member Adelbert was absent due to illness.

Chairman O’ Shea opened the meeting at 7:40 PM.

First Item on the agenda is the approval of the request for variance by Ms. Linda Underwood.

Chairman O’ Shea stated that the Board has not heard from Cortland County Planning Board in response to the referral of the Underwood application. Board decided to issue a special permit to Ms. Underwood. Charles Sturgen motion to approve Linda Underwood request for variance to construct a greenhouse attached to an existing farm stand on NYS route 281. Brain Bartholomew seconded the motion. Vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent. Chairman O’Shea stated let the record show a super majority so we don’t need input from Cortland County planning Department.

Second Item on the agenda is a request for variance by Rick Shafer to change an existing boathouse to a screened in patio room with deck. Mr. Shafer reviewed the plans with the Board and stated that he plans to add a permanent floor, the room would also be about 10’6” high.

Mr. Shafer explained his plans for a floating dock. Board member Bob Lieber motioned to hold a public hearing on June 6, 2002 at 7:30 PM at the Preble Town Hall in response to a variance request by Charles and Judith Shafer.  Vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent.
