NEW BUSINESS

Robert and Linda Pearson of Little York Lake Road would like to construct a quilting business on their property and will need an area and use variance from the Board for their proposed construction. They are asking for a 50fyt set back as opposed to the required 75ft set back. Board discussed the need for an employee bathroom. The building would be approximately 40x60ft.
Chairman O’Shea stated that application will be sent to the Cortland County Planning Department for their recommendations.
