Public hearing

April 17,2002

On Wednesday April 17, 2002 the Town of Preble Zoning Board of Appeals held a special meeting and public hearing for Jeff Dillenbeck and Linda Underwood. Members present were Chairman Daniel O’Shea, Charles Sturgen, Bob Lieber and Brian Bartholomew. Board member Adelbert Knapp was absent due to illness. Town Supervisor Bettyann Pitman was also present.  Board opened the public hearing at 8:00PM. Mr. Dillenbeck explained his plans to renovate the old Green Acres restaurant to the Board and interested members of the public. Robert Dillenbeck stated he was in favor of the plans Jeff Dillenbeck had. Hearing closed at 8:14PM.

Board member Charles Sturgen made a motion for an area variance, special permit and a sign permit because it is not in contradiction of section 833 of the zoning law, and because of former use where as it is not in violation of section 903subtitle A&B, because it has been addressed previously. Section C of the EAF is yes.   Section D does not apply. E is answered yes. F is answered yes. G traffic will not be worse. H safe passage of pedestrians, no worse than before. It enhances the neighborhood. The sign will be located at least 50ft from the center of the road and light indirectly. The proposed sign will be 8’x 6’8” and two sided, which will be located at least 50ft from the center of the road according to proposed plans.

Bob Lieber seconded the motion and the motion carried. Vote was unanimous. 4-0 in favor with 1 absent. Sharon will contact Doug Staley to issue the permit.

The Dillenbeck  EAF was completed by the Preble Planning Board, so ZBA felt no reason to repeat it.                                                                                                                                        At 8:50 PM the Board opened the Linda Underwood public hearing. Linda explained 

her plans to the Board. Board reviewed Ms. Underwood’s plans to attach a green house to her roadside stand.   The dimensions of the stand would be 18’x30ft.  located north of  her existing stand. The variance is because she would be operating as commercial. Ms Underwood states it is a kit and that it would not have a permanent floor. Zoning Board reviewed the EAF and referred to Cortland County Planning Department because of location along a County road. Board member Bob Lieber motioned to grant a special permit and variance to Linda Underwood based on no negative comments from the public and no negative impact.  Brian Bartholomew seconded the motion. Vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent.  Chairman O’Shea stated that the Board would mail a special permit after they heard from the County Planning Department. Meeting closed at 9:30 PM.
