OLD BUSINESS

Public Hearing for Robert and Linda Pearson of Little York Lake road an area and use variance:    The Pearson’s presented their plans for a commercial cottage before the Board. They would like to construct a quit shop on their property and also teach quilting classes.
Chairman O’Shea opened the Public hearing at 7:41 PM.
Shelley Ketchum state that this would be an asset to the community and she is one of Linda’s students.

Tammy Reeves, a student of Linda felt it would bring quality, sales, revenue and life long learning to the community. She stated it was not a fly by night business. 

Bill Lutey, neighbor of the Pearson’s, asked how many square feet of the property is build able land. Chairman O’Shea stated that they can cover 25% of their property.

Bill Lutey asked if the land was a separate parcel and would they need a separate septic?

Linda Pearson stated that they pay two separate tax bills. 

Chairman O’Shea stated that the septic issue is up to the County Health Department.

Susan Lutey neighbor of the Pearson’s, had no objections.

Helen Sweeney of Broome County supports the project and feels it will bring in tax dollars.

Tom Van Patten, Chairman of the Preble Planning Board stated that Board should look at the area and building and feels that things should be cleaned up.
Robert Pearson stated that he has had 4 vehicles removed, with 2 more to go. Where the building is going to be is where the junk cars are.

Jim Sweeny stat he used to own a home on the lake and feels that zoned commercial would be less tax for the residents.

Susan Lutey asked if there were comments by mail.

C chairman O’Shea responded that there were no comments.

Public Hearing closed at 7:59 PM.

Board reviewed plans and referred to Cortland County Planning Department.

RESOLUTION

Brian Bartholomew motioned to declare a negative declaration and Bob Lieber seconded. Motion Carried, vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent.
Chairman O’Shea reopened Public hearing.
Jerome Kleisath stated my thinking is my land is one tax bill.

We are talking 2 pieces of property and 2 tax bills.

Bill Lutey asked if this variance would make this property commercial. Board felt property is recreational and that a new owner would need to come before the board for a use variance if property is sold.

Use Variance
Whereas; The applicant is aware of the Health Departments requirements for water and sewer permits

Whereas; The applicant is aware that the County Highway draining and road cute, and that site line permits are required.

Whereas;  The applicant is aware that the unregistered vehicles must be removed.

Whereas;  A new variance will be required if the nature of the business changes.

Whereas; The applicant is aware that one parking space is required for each 200 sq. ft. of building (section 606c). 

Whereas; The County Planning Boards concerns have been addressed.

Whereas; A negative SEQR declaration was made.
Whereas; the applicant can not realize a reasonable_________

Whereas; Where as the hardship is unique and _______________ portion of the neighborhood.

Whereas; The proposed Use variance will not alter the character of the neighborhood.

Whereas; The hardship was not self created.

Whereas; The addition of the quilt shop will not alter the character of the neighborhood.

RESOLUTION

Area

Whereas; The proposed quilt shop will enhance the character of the neighborhood and will not be a detriment to nearby properties.
Whereas; The benefit sought by the applicant can not be reasonably achieved by any other method.

Whereas; The area variance is not substantial, but is next to the park. The area of the variance is nearly one acre.

Whereas; The proposed variance will not have an adverse effect on the physical environmental conditions of the neighborhood.   
Be it resolved that an area and use variance be granted on July 28, 2005.  Motion to approve the Pearson Use and Area variance with conditions by Bob Lieber and seconded by Brian Bartholomew.

Motion Carried, Vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent.

Bob Lieber motioned to approve the June 2, 2005 minutes with corrections and Brian Bartholomew seconded the motion. Vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent.
Brian Bartholomew motioned to approve the July minutes with corrections and Bill Underwood seconded the motion. Vote was 4-0 in favor.

Bob Lieber motioned to table the Bill Underwood variance, at Bill’s request and Brian Bartholomew seconded. Vote was 3-0 in favor with 1 absent and 1 recused.
