Ed Bennedy variance

Brian Bartholomew and Bob Lieber stated that they felt that, there is no additional encroachment. Kay Vossler stated that she felt the same way. Board members discussed possibility of snow damage to the under skirting of the trailer. They also felt that the skirting must be fire resistant.
RESOLUTION

Brian Bartholomew motioned to approve the Ed Bennedy variance request, located in Mountain View Mobil Court and Bob Lieber seconded the motion.

Whereas the proposed roof structure will not cause a significant change to the neighborhood or be a detriment to other properties.

Whereas there does not appear to be a practical way to repair the roof system.

Whereas  the area variance is not significant and it will not further encroach upon the Town right of way.

Whereas the proposed variance will not adversely impact the physical environment.
Whereas the Mobil home seems to have existed before the dedicated highway.
Whereas Section 711 article X, permits the addition of a peaked roof on a mobile home.
Whereas the applicant is advised to reinforce the required skirting because the mobile home may be adversely affected by snow plowing.

Whereas a negative declaration was made on SEQR.

Whereas Cortland County Planning referred decision back to the ZBA without recommendations.

Therefore be it resolved to approve the Ed Bennedy variance request. Motion carried, vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent. 

OLD BUSINESS

Underwood variance

Brian Bartholomew motioned to table the Underwood variance request and Bob Lieber seconded the motion. Motion carried, vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent.

Bob Lieber motioned and Brian Bartholomew seconded the motion to approve the September minutes with changes. Motion carried, vote was 4-0 in favor with 1 absent.
