Minutes for the Town of Preble 

Zoning Board of Appeals

January 2001

The Town of Preble Zoning Board of appeals met on Thursday January 4, 2001 at 7:30 PM at the Preble Town Hall located on Preble Road in the Town of Preble.

Members present were Chairman Daniel O'Shea, Robert Lieber and Adelbert Knapp. Absent were Charlie Sturgen and Cathy Kinne.  Also present were Mr. Hugh Keegan of Keegan and Associates and Mr. Paul Gutchess of Paul Bunyan Products as were interested members of the public.  Chairman O’Shea called the meeting to order at 7:43 PM. First on the agenda was the zoning application for Paul Bunyan signage. Board reviewed the letters from Mr. Hugh Keegan and Associates with Mr. Paul Gutchess. Chairman O’Shea stated that he recalls Mr. Gutchess application for signage was approved last fall. Mr. Gutchess stated that his request for signage is within the zoning use. Chairman O’Shea stated that he agrees with Mr. Keegan, that it is a use by right to put a sign on your building. Mr. Keegan felt that they are below ordinance requirements, but his concern was for the location being on the corner of Route 81. Mr. Keegan stated that the reason why we are asking for four-foot sign letters is to make it visible on route 81 at 65mph. We are looking at white letters attached to building approximately 352sq.ft.  That is both signs combined. Second sign will be white letters with a green background.  Mr. Keegan stated they are not sure what type of lighting they will have, but it will not be flashing or blinking lights. It may be ground lighting or halogen lighting. 

Mr. Gutchess asked for approval as use by right. Chairman O’Shea thinks that they do not need a special permit. And also thinks that the Board did approve the signage last December of 1999. Chairman O’Shea stated that the Board did refer the question to Cortland County Highway and that they were not concerned with your request. Chairman O’Shea stated that it would not have adverse impact and that the secretary will find the paper work from the meeting in which their request was approved.  Sharon will check with Doug Staley to see if he issued a building permit for Paul Bunyan. Board reviewed the SEQR process and the short EAF. Secretary will mail Paul Bunyan copy of approval.

Board members reviewed the minutes from the November 2 and 13 meeting. Adelbert Knapp motioned to approve both of Novembers 2000 minutes and Bob Lieber seconded the motion. Motion carried. Vote was 3-0 in favor with two absent.

Meeting adjourned at 8:19, motioned by Bob Lieber and seconded by Daniel O’Shea.
