     Minutes for Zoning Board of Appeals 

March 1, 2001

The Town of Preble Zoning Board of Appeals met on Thursday March 1, 2001 at 7:30 PM at the Preble Town Hall. Members present were, Chairman Daniel O’Shea, Adelbert Knapp, Robert Lieber, and Cathy Kinne. Absent was Charles Sturgen. Chairman O’Shea called the meeting to order at 7:33 PM and made an administrative comment regarding the number of members on the Zoning Board and the numbers it requires to have a quorum.  Chairman O’Shea stated that he spoke with council and that he was told that five members were on the Board and it would take three members to have a quorum. Board member Robert Lieber asked if that included Chairman O'Shea’s vote.  Mr. O’Shea stated that yes it did. Board members reviewed the minutes from the January 4, 2001 meeting and made some corrections to the minutes. Adelbert Knapp motioned to approve the minutes with corrections and Cathy Kinne seconded the motion. Vote was 4-0 in favor with one absent. Motion Carried. Next the Board reviewed an application for variance by Paul Bunyan Products for proposed signage. Cathy Kinne had some lighting questions in regards to an application for variance by Paul Bunyan Products. Chairman O’Shea stated that these would be good questions to ask at the April Public hearing. Mr. O’Shea told the Board to write down all their questions for Paul Bunyan  Products. Cathy Kinne asked if there was a beautification program for the Town of Preble and Route 281 in Preble. Chairman O’Shea stated that Board should ask code officer Doug Staley to research beautification program for the Town of Preble.   Chairman O’Shea stated that he received a note from  Doug Staley stating  the Board should schedule a public hearing for Paul Bunyan Products. Chairman O’Shea asked Sharon to schedule a public hearing and notify the Cortland Standard for publication.  Chairman O' Shea stated that in order for Paul Bunyan Products to make their business viable the sign must be seen by traffic on interstate 81. Even a replacement sign requires a permit. How many signs Paul Bunyan is asking for, will be clarified at the public hearing. I’m sure other interested parties will have questions.

Bob Lieber asked if Board has to approve all signs and Mr. O’Shea stated yes. The Public Hearing will be scheduled on Thursday, April 5, 2001 at 7:30 PM.
