Minutes for the Town of Preble 

Zoning Board of Appeals

April 5, 2001
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The Town of Preble Zoning Board of Appeals met on Thursday April 5, 2001 at 7:30Pm at the Preble Town Hall located in the Town of Preble. Members present were Chairman Daniel O’Shea, Adelbert Knapp, Robert Lieber and Charles Sturgen. Board member Cathy Kinne was absent.

First on the agenda was Paul Bunyan Products. Chairman O’Shea called the meeting to order at 7:32 PM. Mr. O’Shea explained that tonight was supposed to be the public hearing for Paul Bunyan Products, but they called yesterday and asked to be put on the May schedule for a public hearing. Mr. O’Shea asked if anyone had any questions or comments about Paul Bunyan's application for signage. Barb Frier asked if they addressed the issue of lighting. Frank Hogg wanted to know if the Board had a quorum at the last meeting. Barb Frier asked if the signs that Paul Bunyan applied for were the signs that stated the Pallet Company. Chairman O’Shea stated that it was a different sign. Barb Frier concern was lighting, size and what the sign would be made of. Public Hearing closed. Adelbert Knapp motioned to approve the minutes from the March 1, 2001 meeting and Robert Lieber seconded the motion. Vote was 4-0 in favor with one absent. Motion carried. Frank Saret asked if he understood that the Board was to be a five-member board. Chairman O’Shea advised Mr. Saret to take it up with Town Board and legal council. Mr. Saret feels that the reduction in Board size is illegal and told the Board that they should get this matter clarified so that anything that the Board approves will not be voided. Mr. Saret felt that the Zoning Board of Appeals should advise Paul Bunyan Products about the possible voided actions.    Barb Frier wants the Minutes from the Zoning Board on the web site. Chairman O’Shea stated that he would bring it to the attention of the Town Board. Carl Grillo wanted to know if he was still on the Zoning Board and would like to get this matter cleared up with council for final decision. I would like to get on with it and act as a Board member if I’m still on it. Chairman O’Shea stated that he had a letter from council that stated it was a five- member Board. Sharon will contact Mr. Casullo and get a copy of that letter and mail it to you and Carl. Mr. Grillo stated that he did hear from people that he and Barb did not leave the Board at an appropriate time and that our term should rollover. Barb Frier wanted a reason. Chairman O’Shea stated that he is not the Towns lawyer and could not answer their questions. Mr. O’Shea stated that the Town Board is working on it. Carl asked do they want us to serve or not and Barb Frier agreed.

Board member Charles Sturgen stated that as a courtesy could we get her a letter. Chairman O’Shea stated that the Town Board and council is working on it and there might be an answer at their next meeting. Barb Frier stated that she would go to the next Town Board meeting. Motion to adjourn at 7:45 PM and seconded by Charles Sturgen. Motion Carried.
