Preble Zoning Board of Appeals

June 7, 2001

The Town of Preble Zoning Board of Appeals met on Thursday June 7, 2001 at 7:30 PM, at the Preble Town Hall. Members present were Charles Sturgen, Robert Lieber and Chairman Daniel O’Shea. Board members Cathy Kinne and Del Knapp were absent.

Chairman O’Shea opened the meeting at 7:40 PM. Board had an application for variance by a Russell and Sue Marsh. Board reviewed the minutes from the May 3, 2001 meeting while waiting for the Marsh’s to arrive. Charles Sturgen motioned to approve the minutes from the May 3, 2001 meeting and Bob Lieber seconded the motion. Motion carried. 3-0 in favor and 2 absent.

Zoning board reviewed the Marsh application and felt that the proposed lot was too narrow. Chairman O’Shea stated that the Board needs a better map than what is supplied. Mr. O’Shea asked Secretary Sharon Flint to send a letter to the Marsh’s requesting their presence at the July 5, 2001 meeting and to bring along a readable survey or map. Zoning Board would like to have advice from the Planning Board on an approved site plan and also a letter from the highway supervisor on how the highway department will turn around on Reynolds Road.

Mr. O’ Shea stated that the problem could be fixed if they put a cu-de sac at the end of Reynolds Road. Zoning Board decided not to hold a public hearing until after the Preble Planning Board gives the Preble Zoning Board guidance. 

At 7:56 PM Robert Lieber motioned to adjourn and Charles Sturgen seconded the motion. Motion Carried. Vote was 3-0 in favor with 2 absent.
