Zoning Board of Appeals

July 5, 2001

The Town of Preble Zoning Board of Appeals met on July 5, 2001 at 7:30 PM at the Preble 

Town Hall located in the Town of Preble. Members present were Chairman Daniel O’Shea, Robert Lieber and Adelbert Knapp was delayed. Absent were Charles Sturgen and Cathy Kinne. At 7:44 PM Adelbert Knapp arrived and Board held their meeting. Chairman O’Shea stated that the last time the Marsh’s were here he had suggested that they bring a better map.

Mr. O’Shea stated that he had spoke with Highway Supervisor Jeff Griswold and Town Supervisor John Steger about the ZBA’s concern for Reynolds Roads turn around and how would the highway department plow Reynolds Road. Mr. O’Shea stated that the Board could give the Marsh's a variance if they had road frontage, but you have no road frontage. Board reviewed a map with Mr. Marsh and Mr. Reynolds. Chairman O’Shea stated that the Board could not give a variance for a self-created hardship. Mr. Reynolds stated that John Steger said he would take care of it and that Mr. Steger said it was OK. Adelbert Knapp stated that then Mr. Steger does not understand the zoning law. Chairman O’Shea stated that we could give you a variance for not enough road frontage, but you are crating a lot that is too small. Mr. Marsh asked so you can’t give us a variance of 150ft Mr. Marsh stated that he would try to get 150ft. Mr. Marsh stated that he wished he knew this a couple of months ago. Mr. O’Shea stated that, we couldn’t give a variance for a self-created hardship. Mr. Marsh stated that, his wife’s Grandmother only wanted to give them an acre, now maybe we could get an extra chunk. Chairman O’Shea stated that the owner of the land has to apply for the subdivision before they can sell it. Board and Mr. Marsh discussed changing lines and adding road frontage. Mr. Marsh stated that he does not want to come back in a month with changes only to get the same answer from the Board. Mr. O’Shea stated that Mr. Steger implied that there could be a way but declined to give the Board details. Mr. Marsh stated that he would speak with the landowner for more land and hopes that the 94ft frontage would be enough.

Board discussed the turn around at the end of Reynolds Road. Mr. O’Shea stated that he would talk with John Steger and the Town’s council. Mr. O’Shea stated that they could schedule a public hearing for the August 2, 2001 meeting. Bob Lieber motioned to hold a public hearing in response to an application for variance by Russell and Sue Marsh at the August 2, 2001 meeting. Adelbert Knapp seconded the motion and the motion carried. Vote was 3 in favor and one absent.

Shafer, Charles and Judith

At 8:09 PM the Rick Shafer took the floor and reviewed an application for variance and architectural plans with the Board. Mr. Shafer plans on creating an addition to his home and adding a three car garage. The variance is for distance to the road, the proposed additions would be 30ft from the road. Mr. Shafer stated that the County Health Department has been up and we are putting in a new a septic system.  Mr. Shafer asked Board if they would schedule a special meeting and public hearing before the August 2, 2001 meeting. Board felt that the proposed garage would be much safer than the existing. Chairman O’Shea asked Sharon Flint to send letters to the neighbors within 500 ft of the Shafer residence. Adelbert Knapp motioned to hold a public hearing in response to the proposed application for variance by Charles and Judith Shafer on July 19, 2001 at 7:30PM at the Preble Town Hall. Bob Lieber seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Denny Morgan application,

Dennis Morgan came before the Board with an application for variance. Mr. Morgan is putting on a 12ft extension to the front deck. Mr. Morgan stated that Code Officer Doug Staley has not yet come to see his plans and sent a letter stating that I need a stamped set of plans. I have called and called and them some Jim comes to Town and gives me a stop work order. Mr. Staley drives right by the place he could stop to see. Mr. Morgan stated that now with the 12ft he would need a variance because he is too close to the road. Mr. Morgan plans on landscaping the front so there will be no parking in front. Parking will be on the sides, which will make it safer for traffic. Bob Lieber Asked Mr. Morgan if he had a building permit. Mr. Morgan stated that Mr. Staley has not given him one. Chairman O’Shea stated that the issue we can work on is the variance. You should document all that you are doing and the landscaping. Mr. Morgan stated that he is planning on siding and adding a new roof.

Board member Robert Lieber motioned to hold a public Hearing on July 19, 2001 at 8:00PM and Adelbert Knapp seconded the motion. Motion Carried. Meeting adjourned at 8:40 PM.
